Important informa�on about the product
• WPC products are not a structural construc�on material and cannot be used
for the suppor�ng structure for balconies, elevated decking, covers, etc. For
these cases, it is necessary to make the support structure for the WPC decking
from different materials. Railings, pergolas, roofing and other elements cannot
be anchored only to the deck boards or WPC joists.

• Before installa�on the TERAFEST® deck boards should be stored on a flat
and ven�lated surface with the unbrushed side up to be covered from sunlight
in order to prevent the uneven color change.

• Avoid using aggressive solvents and thinners. Do not paint TERAFEST®
products with stains, paint, wax, oil, varnish or other similar products, if they
are not approved by the manufacturer.

• TERAFEST® products are designed mainly for outdoor use. Exposure to solar
UV radia�on and rain eases their maintenance. Consult their indoor use with
your distributor.

• Due to the sunlight and temperature changes the WPC products are
expanding and contrac�ng. Therefore, keep the required expansion gaps.

• TERAFEST® is a natural product, it may have slight differences in color and
shadows that evoke the natural look of wood, but do not detract from the
quality of the product and its durability. We recommend you to check the color
of the boards and mix the boards before the installa�on to achieve the natural
look of the decking. We also recommend to order whole decking at once.

• Use standard woodworking tools (drills, saws, sanders, tape measure, level,
cordless screwdriver with bits, countersink bit, etc.) and use self-protec�ve
equipment during the installa�on of the decking.

1. Ground prepara�on
• The ground under the decking must be well drained to allow drainage of rain
water. WPC joists and deck boards cannot stay permanently in water.

• The minimal gap between the bo�om of the deck board and underlying
surface must be 30 mmin the en�re area of the decking to provide proper air
ven�la�on. Recommended joist height is 50 mm.

• Recommended types of underlying surface: sloped concrete slab,
compacted gravel bed (preferably with concrete supports), sloped hydro
insula�on (consult with supplier) and support structure (steel or wooden).

• The underlying surface has to be stable enough to avoid any ground sinking.

• In case of using AL - joist height 23 mm it is necessary to provide a drainage
of water and air ven�la�on in the terrace area.

2. TERAFEST® joists installa�on

• TERAFEST® joists are laid on the prepared surface with the groove up and
the smoooth surface facing down. Do not anchor them to the surface and never
seal them to the concrete.

• The maximum distance (A) between joists (Pic. 1 and 2), is shown in Table
1. When you are combining mul�ple profiles on the decking, use the smallest
value of the distance. Do not exceed these values, otherwise complaints will not
be accepted.
• It is useful to make the plan for more complicated decking with the
composi�onof the boards and joists.

• Each deck board has to be supported with at least 3 joists.

• If the deck boards are used as bridge or walkways they should be laid
perpen-dicular to the direc�on of step, obey this rule especially for commercial
use.

• Between following joists, leave a gap in length at least 10 mm. The gap (C)
between the end of the joist and the wall or other obstacle must be a minimum
10 mm (see Pic. 2 and Tab. 2).

• For leveling the differences of joist eleva�on, use rubber shims or pedestals.

• Themaximum length of the unsupported part of the joist 50x50must be 300
mm. The maximum allowed overlap of the joist is 50 mm.

• The TERAFEST® joists with reduced profile 50x30 mm must be supported in
the en�re length. The maximal unsupported part can be 150 mm.

• It is recommended to cut the joists to the desired length right before laying
the last row of the boards.

• TERAFEST® joists can be replaced by e.g. AL - system (AL - joist 23, 40 and 75
mm) when keeping required distances.

3. Deck boards installa�on
• It is recommended to control / observe the direc�on of laying the boards,
which are brushed in one direc�on.This direc�on is markedwith the embossed
arrows on the opposite side of the boards.

• Each crossing of the board and the joist has to be fixed with clips or screws.

• The maximal unsupported overlap is 50 mm.

• Do not adjust the stainless steel clips.

• Do not use the clips from other suppliers.

• START clip is intended to fix the outer boards (the first or the last board).
If it is not possible to fix the outer boards using the START clip, deck board can
be fixed with the screw.

• STANDARD clip is intended to fix the deck boards inside the layout of the
decking. Slide STANDARD clip into the groove in the board. Fix the clip with the
screw into the joist. It is possible to hit the clip slightly with the rubber hammer,
to help it slide perfectly into the groove. Then slide the next row of boards into
already fixedclips andthen control the spacebetween the joists (usingthe 5mm
liner).

• DOUBLE clip isused forfastening twodeck boardswith thegap betweenthem
to one joist. The installa�on is the same as the STANDARD clip.

When installingthe CUSTOMLENGTHS deckboards morethan 4mlong add1 mm
to the required expansion gap for 1 m of the extra length of the board.

• Always predrill the hole for the screw in the case of the START clip. For the
STANDARD clip, wehighly recommend thepredrilling. Use the2 mm drill for the
screws 3,5 mm.

• Tighten the stainless steel screws carefully – do not forget to set the proper
torque.

• For the joists 50x50 mm, the clips are supplied with the screws 3,5 x 35 mm.

• For the low profile joists 50x30 mm, fix the clips with the shorter screws
3,5 x 25 mm, not to cut through the joists.

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• The distance of parallel joists is 10 - 50 mm.

• For connec�ng deck boards use either DOUBLE clip (see Pic. 6) or STANDARD
clips and 2 parallel joists (see Pic. 5). The distance of parallel joists is 10 - 50 mm.

• Keep the expansion gap (B) between2 following boards (see the Table 2 and
Pic. 5 and 6).

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4. Fixing the deck boards using the screws
• The recommended screw is VBA 5x50 mm.

• The holefor thescrew isalways necessaryto bepredrilled (forexample when
using the screw 5x50 mm with the 4 mm drill.).

• Do not screw closer than 20 mm from the edge of the board.

• For each crossing of the board and the joist use 2 screws.

• It is highly recommend countersinking the heads of the screws.

5. Finishing the installa�on
• It is recommended to cut the overlapping boards a�er the comple�on of the
installa�on. If possible, cut the boards at uniform surface temperature of the
decking because of thermal expansion of WPC material.

• To cover the sides and support structure of the decking use finishing boards.

- For fastening the finishing boards use stainless steel screws (e.g. 4x60mm).

- Fasten the screws to the middle of the board (about 10 mm from the top).

- It is required to predrill a hole for the en�re length of the screw (when using
the screw 4x60 mm predrill the hole with the 3 mm drill).

- The screws should be applied every 400 mm, but depending on the load on
the finishing board, decrease the distance between them.

- For the accurate attachment of the finishing board cut out a small piece of
the finishing board to embed into the START clip.

- If necessary, finishing boards can be bended and shaped a�er warming.
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Maintenance right a�er the installa�on
• Right a�er the installa�on rinse the decking with water, you can use the high pressure cleaner (max. 80 bars, spray from a constant distance of 400 mm and do
not use rota�ng nozzle). It is important to get all the dust from the decking to significantly reduce effect of water-dust spots (see Proper�es of the Material).

Preven�ve precau�ons
• We recommend washing the decking twice a year (in spring and autumn) with soapy water. Use a hard brush (brush the boards gently in the longitudinal
direc�on) followed by rinsing the en�re surface of the decking with a stream of clean water (you can also use the pressure washer).

• Keep the gaps between the PREMIUM boards clean, to ensure proper water drainage of the decking. Remove the dust, leaves, needles and other debris.

• Avoid the forma�on of dirt, scratches and stains. Grease and oil stains must be removed as soon as possible.

• Avoid contact of the decking with direct fire and protect it from embers. For loca�on of a fireplace or grill on the decking, we recommend installing a
non-flammable surface.

Removing the dirt and stains
• Avoid using aggressive solvents and thinners. Do not paint TERAFEST® products with stains, paint, wax, oil, varnish or other similar products, if they are not
approved by the manufacturer.

Tab. 3 – Removing common dirt and stains from TERAFEST® decking.

Type of dirt The cause and reason The method of removal

Normal dirt Dust and ash in the air, mold, pollen, etc. Use common household cleaners (or special product for WPC decking) with scrub brush
or pressure washer and a�er rinse.

Color stains Red wine, concentrated fruit juices, so�
drinks, etc.

Immediately rinse the surface of the boards with fresh water, then brush lengthwise
and rinse again.

Greasy spots Oils, fats, sunscreen products, grilled
foods,
etc.

Immediately rinse with clean water, then use a degreaser (soap or a special product
for WPC decking) and scrub brush or pressure wash the stain and then rinse with clean
water. The remainder of the stain (if some exist) will disappear within a few weeks
when exposed to UV light and rain.

Resistant stains Stains frommold, fungus, moss, leaves and
other organic material.

Use cleaners containing chlorine. Before using cleaning products, rinse the decking.
Apply the cleaner and let it work, then rinse the treated area with clean water. Always
follow the instruc�ons and precau�ons on the cleaner packaging.

Water-dust spots

Slowly evapora�ng water keeps dust or
pollen on the surface of the deckingmostly
in the par�ally sheltered areas (like around
and under pa�o furniture, planters, eaves,
etc.)

Rinse with clean water then use common household cleaners. Scrub and brush
lengthwise and rinse again. These areas need to be cleaned on a regular basis to avoid
staining.

Yellow shade of
board surface Matura�on of the wood component

This is a natural process of board surface matura�on a�er exposure to sunlight and
water. Yellow shade of the surface gradually disappears. The process can be par�ally
accelerated by frequent rinsing.

Surface scratches Movement of the furniture, rocks, etc.

Clean the surface with scrub brush lengthwise and rinse. If the scratches are visible you
can use very light grade sandpaper sponge (for STAR and STYLE designs) or scotch brush
(FOREST, RUSTIC and NATUR designs) to gently remove the scratches lengthwise
and rinse.

Burned areas Embers from the grill, cigare�es Clean the surface with scrub brush lengthwise and rinse with fresh water.

Proper�es of the WoodPlas�c® material
• Matura�on of the wood component – during the first weeks or months a�er installa�on, depending on the intensity of sunlight, rainfall and the season, there
is a matura�on of color in the surface of the deck boards. It is the leaching of tannin from the wood component in WPC material. Wood-plas�c composite material
is a blend of wood (60%) and HDPE (40%). Tannin as a natural part of any type of wood. Due to leaching of tannin, which is caused by water and sunlight, in the first
weeks or months, boards temporarily change their color shade, usually yellow �nge. This process over �me, with exposure to sunlight and rain will return to the
original shade.

• Water dust spots - are caused by slow evapora�on of the water and dust or pollen stays on the surface of the decking mostly in the par�ally sheltered areas (like
around and under pa�o furniture, planters, eaves, etc.). These areas need to be cleaned on a regular basis to avoid staining.
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• Under some specific weather condi�ons the Woodplas�c® decking may accumulate sta�c electricity. This is a common physical phenomenon for materials
consis�ng of polymers. The polarity and strength of electrosta�c charge varies depending on the types of touching materials, surface roughness, temperature
etc. This phenomenon is not predictable. Accumula�on of sta�c electricity on the WPC decking may occur in windy weather and low rela�ve humidity. The
intensity varies depending on the climate and age a decking. The appearance of sta�c electricity on the WPC decking carry no health risks, and its occurrence is
not eligible reason for complaint.

A 25 year warranty applies to all TERAFEST® products against: wood-destroying fungi, rot and insects under normal condi�ons. For all other cases, the standard
warranty of 60 months applies. For commercial use, the extended warranty is 10 years.

This guarantee means that we will replace damaged products. If your product is not produced anymore, it will be exchanged for a similar. Under this warranty,
you cannot claim any addi�onal financial or other compensa�on. All work and related costs are excluded from the guarantee.

This warranty does not apply to:

• Color fastness - The TERAFEST® products have UV protec�on. However, it is a wood product and, therefore, may over �me experience color changes as
a result of exposure to sunlight and humidity.

• Matura�on of the wood component.

• Water dust spots.

• Normal wear and tear (see Tab. 3).

• Occurrence of sta�c electricity.

• Problems caused due to poor preparedness of the founda�on and lack of drainage etc.

• Failure to follow installa�on instruc�ons – the warranty does not apply to TERAFEST® products that have not been installed in accordance with the
installa�on instruc�ons supplied with our material. Or products that are used for purposes other than those specified by the manufacturer.
